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Acrylic pour painting is a painting technique where 
fluid acrylic paints are poured over the canvas. By using 
various paint pouring techniques, you can create pools 
or puddles of color, as well as create marble-like effects. 
The technique was first discovered during the 1930s quite 
by accident by a well-known artist by the name of David 
Alfaro Siqueiros. He poured various colors of paint over 
each other and let the paint run, creating patterns.

Please join us as Artist Nettie Roberts shows participants 
how to make two paintings of their own using the pour 
painting technique.
